Initial Accreditation Timeline

The timeline for an initial applicant to complete the accreditation process is dependent upon the dates that materials are submitted to the SDSMA. Once a pre-application is approved by the SDSMA, an organization has six months to submit a Self Study Report for initial accreditation. The SDSMA’s accreditation process requires a three-month window between the submission of a Self Study Report for initial accreditation and the date of the interview. Based on the date of the survey, the initial applicant is grouped into a cohort of providers that are to receive a decision from the SDSMA at the respective Council. The SDSMA’s Council meets four times each year; once per calendar quarter.  Within two weeks of the Council meeting at which the applicant would receive a decision, the SDSMA will notify the provider of its findings.
